First addition doubled size and made ADA compliant

Space Needs Assessment with consultant George Lawson

Hired architects

100t Anniversary and start of campaign

Purchased adjacent house & property — Gebhardt house

City-wide Survey

Raised $250,000 and then campaign stalled

Bond passed = $2.5 million

Feasibility study

Hired professional fundraising company to raise $1.75 million

Held charettes (design workshops) and community focus groups

Broke ground on new addition and moved out of building to
Temporary location

Took 1 year to raise $1.9 million from over 160 individual and business donors
Total cost of project $4.35 million
Addition = 15,422 sq ft



The original cost of the new addition and furnishings was quoted at 4.25 million.
The final cost was 3.8 million.
